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Comunicado Conjunto de Chevron y Burford sobre el Litigio de Lago Agrio

17 de abril de 2013 - Chevron Corporation ("Chevron™) y Burford Capital Limited ("Burford™)
emitieron hoy un comunicado conjunto sobre el litigio de Lago Agrio (el “Litigio”):

Burford ha reconocido previamente que, a través de sus subsidiarias, firmé un acuerdo a finales de
2010 para proveer financiamiento de la demanda a la firma de abogados Patton Boggs en relacion
con su introduccion al Litigio, y que poco después, Burford vendid una participacion de su interés en
el financiamiento al punto que Burford no ha tenido ningun capital invertido en este asunto desde
finales de 2010.

Documentos presentados durante el curso del Litigio también han revelado que Burford concluy6
voluntariamente su acuerdo de financiamiento en 2011 sobre la base de que habia sido
fraudulentamente engafiada para ingresar en el acuerdo de financiamiento en primer lugar, tal como
se expresa en una carta de septiembre de 2011, que Burford envié finalizando el acuerdo de
financiamiento. El actual litigio de Chevron en EE.UU. fue decisivo para revelar los hechos.

Burford y Chevron han alcanzado ahora un acuerdo mediante el cual Burford renunciara a cualquier
interés en el Litigio y Burford y Chevron intercambiaran una exencion total [de responsabilidad].

Christopher Bogart, presidente ejecutivo de Burford, dijo: "Burford respalda a sus clientes frente a
agresivas tacticas de litigio por parte de sus oponentes, pero Burford no se cruza de brazos luego de
ser engafiado o defraudado y no tiene ningun interés en beneficiarse de semejante conducta”.

Hewitt Pate, vicepresidente y Consejero General de Chevron, dijo: "Chevron cree que Burford ha
actuado responsablemente después de conocer el fraude, el soborno y la extorsion perpetrados aqui,
y Chevron esta complacido de que Burford haya tomado esta accion adicional de renunciar a
cualquier interés en este asunto”.
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Chevron And Burford Joint Statement Regarding The Lago
Agrio Litigation

17 April 2013: Chevron Corporation ("Chevron") and Burford Capital Limited ("Burford") today issued this
joint statement concerning the Lago Agrio litigation (the"Litigation"):

Burford has previously acknowledged that, through subsidiaries, it entered into an agreement in late 2010
to provide litigation financing to the Patton Boggs law firm in connection with its entry into the Litigation,
and that Burford soon thereafter sold a participation interest in its financing such that Burford has not had
any capital invested in this matter since the end of 2010.

Documents produced during the course of the Litigation have also disclosed that Burford voluntarily
terminated its litigation financing agreement in 2011 on the basis that it had been fraudulently misled in
connection with entering into the financing agreement in the first place, as set forth in a September 2011
letter Burford sent terminating the funding agreement. Chevron's ongoing US litigation concerning the
Lago Agrio judgment was instrumental in bringing to light the facts.

Burford and Chevron have now reached an agreement, the substance of which is that Burford will
renounce any interest in the Litigation and Burford and Chevron will exchange complete releases.

Christopher Bogart, Burford's Chief Executive Officer,said: "Burford stands by its clients in the face of
aggressive litigation tactics by their opponents, but Burford does not sit still for being deceived or
defrauded and has no interest in profiting from such conduct."

Hewitt Pate, Chevron's Vice President and General Counsel, said: "Chevron believes that Burford has
acted responsibly after becoming aware of the fraud, bribery and extortion perpetrated here, and Chevron
is pleased that Burford has taken this further action of disclaiming any interest in this matter."
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
